The first time you use the program you 
must register as a new user. 
 
Click on “Opret en ny bruger” 
 
 
 
 
 

You will need to enter the password on the back of 
the school shop poster, or else you can write to 
nwg@dankost.dk for the password. 
 
Now choose a user name and your own private 
password and enter them. 
 
It is important to include your e-mail address, so we 
can let you know if the school shop has to close. 
 
Enter the other details so we can deliver your school 
lunch to the right location.

Click on one of the meals and a screen will 
appear showing the days on which that meal is 
available.
